Memory Boxes 

 

SCDP’s goal for Memory Boxes for 2026 is 70 boxes and year to date, 6 completed boxes have been turned in.  A 

total of 4 boxes were turned in for January and 2 boxes have been turned in so far for February.    Since the last 

newsletter, boxes have been turned in from Rose Melgoza and Diana Ray.  

 

Please save the date for our next Memory Box paint-along that will be Monday, April 6, 2026 at 9:30 am to 12 

Noon California time on Zoom.   I will be emailing out a pattern in mid-March in case you are in need of a design 

to paint.  I painted the pictured design with the Capitoler’s group back in early January.  Capitoler’s also partici-

pate in a memory box program in their area.    I contacted the teacher and she graciously gave us permission to 

use the pattern for a memory box paint-along.  The pattern will include resized a line drawing to fit both our hex-

agon and round memory boxes.  The original pattern was done in pinks, but we also have a conversion to blue 

colors if you prefer.  

 

Just a gentle reminder, the memory box paint alongs do not have a teacher and are not recorded.  We use this 

time to reconnect with fellow SCDP members since we do not meet in person and many of our members live out 

of the area.   You may paint your favorite memory box design or the pattern that is emailed out as a suggestion.   

Please keep in mind that SCDP supplies paper mache boxes for our members to paint.  if you are in the Lake-

wood/Cerritos area and either have completed boxes to turn in or need unpainted boxes, please contact me and 

arrangements will be made for pick up or delivery.   

For those members out of the area who would like to participate in the memory box program, you may paint a 

design centered on an 8” x 8” piece of watercolor paper, mail it to me and I can attach it to a memory box.  The 

painted design should be no larger than 6” x 6” to fit on either our round or hexagon shaped boxes.    If you have 

any questions, please feel free to contact me.
